Compile Program ITERS Subscale Scores by:

• Adding the average subscale scores for classrooms/homes in the program for subscales I through VII.

• Dividing each sum by the number of classrooms/homes.  For example:
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I. Space & Furnishings (1-5)
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II. Personal Care Routines (6-11)
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III. Listening and Talking (12-14)
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IV. Activities (15-24)
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V. Interaction (25-28)
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VI. Program Structure (29-32)
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VII. Parents & Staff (33-39)
