THE 9TH GRADE COURSE AND CURRICULUM

Reading Apprenticeship® Academic Literacy (RAAL) is a year-long
course to accelerate 9th grade students’ reading achievement and
engagement. Student learning is embedded in three thematic curricu-
lum units designed to appeal to young people, build reader identity,
and increase comprehension in content area reading. Reading Appren-
ticeship integrates well-researched practices into a coherent instruc-
tional framework for adolescent learners. The Reading Apprenticeship
Academic Literacy Course is one of two national programs selected by
the U.S. Department of Education for an intensive study of its effects
on teacher practice and student reading achievement.

THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT (5 DAYS)

This training prepares educators to teach the 9th grade Reading
Apprenticeship Academic Literacy Course. The Reading Apprentice-
ship approach, which includes inquiry-based discussion, modeling,
and reflective dialogue, is embedded throughout the 5-day program.

WHO SHOULD PARTICIPATE

Participants are educators who plan to teach the Reading Apprentice-
ship Academic Literacy Course. Past participants have been specialists
in English, reading, ELD, humanities, and social sciences.

WHAT WILL YOU LEARN

In addition to mastering the curriculum, teachers learn how to set

up and support the work of small groups, facilitate class discussions,
model and guide students in practicing comprehension strategies, and
draw on students’ individual strengths and interests as they teach the
curriculum.

WHO FACILITATES YOUR LEARNING
WestEd's Strategic Literacy Initiative professional development staff
and/or certified Reading Apprenticeship consultants lead the training.

WHAT THE RESEARCH SAYS

Students whose teachers participate in Reading Apprenticeship
training become more confident, engaged, and strategic readers. In
one study conducted by WestEd’s Strategic Literacy Initiative (SLI),
students in Reading Apprenticeship classrooms gained two years’
reading proficiency in seven months. In another SLI study, students
in Reading Apprenticeship classrooms made significant gains in their
national reading percentile ranking. In one urban district, English
learners grew as much as their fluent-English-speaking peers, and
students initially scoring in the lowest quartiles made the most rapid
gains. The National Staff Development Council recommends Reading
Apprenticeship training in their book, What Works in the High School:
Results-Based Staff Development.
